The co-operation with Midas Nursery Solution stadén 2001 and step by step more complex
systems were introduced and employed with Matt Gaddé the general manager looking over every
detail of which and how systems would make theiraying operation more efficient and how it
would be best employed in their specific environmeand with their work force.

Purpose of the Open House was of course to raiseaa@ness of growers in the wider region that
Midas Nursery Solution is in the market to help theprofit from mechanization in a very fast and
direct manner building on the experience Midas hgained over the years. The Open House was
organized in several stops showing of the mechaniizan that has been used for several years now
and it also included the representatives of severaf the manufacturers Midas is working with.
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Stops included

- the 1 gallon potting shed with a Mayer 1010 pottingachine in combination with a wide belt
system to accumulate and stage pots for pick-up Witransportation forks (the demonstration
was for 1 gallon production)

- setting down potted 1 gallon material in the fieldith transport forks (made by Midas)
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- pruning of plants grown in the field with push-cagruning system

- large container potting on a customized Mayer 28@@rousel feed hopper / inline potting
system combination used to handle potting of potsdm 3 to 15 gallons
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utilization of a flotation tire light weight articlated loader directly on ground cover to move
material

use of 3 daisy chained (or in row) mobile wide bgltor plant maintenance in the field, in this
case with a pruning system (pruning 1 gallon magd)i the material is picked up with transport
forks set on the wide belt, staged into single fil® run through the pruning systems and then
sorted onto two wide belt staging belts into two cplities




- demonstration of a few accessory/helper tools todimaterial to stakes, top dressing
containers in the field with granular fertilizer et

Represented were Loemmers v. Eikjen for pruning afigging equipment, Trading Company
Schrauwen for field harvesting, weed control and tieg equipment, Willburg Projecten for
staging belt and peripheral equipment like labelindaggers, bark toppers, pot washing and
customized logistics solutions

and Miayer for filling, handling and preparation machimg and systems in container growing
operations.
